1. Financial Inclusion :

NABARD has sanctioned an amount of ¥2.53 crore during FY 2023-24 as grant support to various banks for various
financial inclusion initiatives viz: Financial and Digital (FiDGi) Literacy camps, Handheld projectors, Positive Pay
System, micro-ATM deployment, examination fees of BC/BF and Phase II CFLs. In spite of awareness among all
stakeholders, only T0.24crore could be released during the year so far.Banks need to increase the off-take of FIF in
their area of operation.

Grant
has been sanctioned to RSETI Champawat, RSETI Chamoli and RSETI Rudraprayag till date. Other banks may
avail of the assistance for remaining RUDSETIs/RSETIs.
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¢ Upscaling of Centre for Financial Literacy (CFL) :
%6.24crore have been sanctioned for 16 CFLs under Phase II for grant support under Financial Inclusion Fund
(FIF). Banks concerned - SBI, BoB and PNB — may submit the claims at the earliest.

2. Agriculture infrastructure Fund (AIF) :

An allocation of X 785 crore has been made to Uttarakhand State under the scheme for a period of 4 years from
2020-21 to 2023-24.This scheme provides a medium to long term debt financing facility for investment in viable
projects for post-harvest management infrastructure and community farming through interest subvention and
financial support. All loans under this scheme are eligible for interest subvention of 3% p.a. up to a loan limit of
X2.00 crore. This subvention will be available for a maximum period of 7 years. The proposed duration of this
scheme is 2020-21 to 2032-33. Further, credit guarantee fee is being borne by Govt. of India on behalf of loans
disbursed by lending Institutions under the scheme.The main reasons for pendency/ rejection listed by banks are as

under:

DPR is incomplete or activities are not eligible under the scheme.

Land is already mortgaged for another loan while as per bank circulars the land
should be exclusively mortgaged to this project only.

Incomplete details of the promoter, about activity, non-submission of required
documents/ details by promoters, etc.

3. Capital linked Credit Subsidy Schemes :

Agri-clinic and Agribusiness Centers Scheme (ACABC): ACABC scheme is being implemented by
MoA& FW, Gol with NABARD acting as subsidy channelizing agency. The objectives of the scheme are to
supplement efforts of public extension by providing extension and other services to farmers, to support
agricultural development and create gainful self-employment opportunities to unemployed agricultural
graduates etc. The scheme is operational for 2023-24. Banks may finance the eligible borrowers and submit
the claims to NABARD.

Agri marketing infrastructure (ISAM) will be operational till 31.03.2026

Pending refunds of a total of ¥1.079 crore under Gol schemes, viz., PVCF and DPVCF - Interest Free
Loans provided to Banks by NABARD in Uttarakhand. The undernoted banks may please initiate refunds
immediately to NABARD, so that same could be refunded to Gol. In case despite all efforts the recovery of
O/s is not forthcoming, then a certificate on banks letter head specifying reason for un-ability to repay the
IFL may be submitted.

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Credit Guarantee Funds for CSS FPO :

In order to ensure easy access & accelerate flow of institutional credit to FPOs at comparative rate from
mainstream Banks and Financial Institutions, a dedicated Credit Guarantee Fund (CGF) has been created
in NABARD, being maintained by NABSanrakshan Trustee Co. Pvt. Ltd., a dedicated trust floated by
NABARD. Details of credit guarantee cover are as under :

The credit guarantee cover will be limited to the project loan of X2 crore (per FPO). In case of default,
claims shall be settled up to 85% or 75 % of the amount in default subject to maximum cover as specified
above. The Cover shall only be granted after the Eligible Lending Institute (ELI) enters into an agreement
with NABARD and shall be granted or delivered in accordance with the Terms and Conditions decided
upon by NABARD from time to time.

The Eligible Lending Institute (ELI) shall pay the Guarantee Fee upfront to NABARD within 30 days from
the date of issue of sanction letter for CGC.

6. Farm Sector Development :

Credit access to the FPOs: NABARD has promoted 134 FPOs in the state; however, only 70 have been
credit linked till date. Banks may direct their branches to extend their support in providing loans/ CC limits
to the eligible FPOs (50 of these FPOs are almost 05 years old and mature enough to absorb credit support
from Financial Institutes).

WDF/Springshed/ IWMS/ TDF- NABARD has been implementing 05 watershed development projects
&10Springshed development projects spreading over10,074 ha in the state. 05 tribal development projects
(TDP) are ongoing in the state. Besides, 02 JIVA projects for promotion of natural farming through agro-
ecological approach are being implemented, in completed Watershed (Pauri) and TDP (Dehradun) projects
of NABARD. Banks may explore possibility of financing eligible activities in these areas.

7. Off Farm Sector Development :

(a) Rural Haat- The eligible agency can submit proposal for grants assistance under Rural Haat scheme of
NABARD.State Govt. / district administrationcan make a provision for space allocation for Rural Haats where
weekly markets are functional. Potential areas for marketing of products could also be identified at district
administration level.

(b) Skill Development- NABARD supports skill development programmes through RSETIs (sponsored by
Banks) and other reputed Institutes. RSETIs/ Banks can approach NABARD to avail financial support for
training being conducted by them.

Formation of JLGs

NABARD.

NABARD provides a promotional grant assistance to banks for promotion of JLGs. Banks may explore the
possibility of entering into aMoU with NABARD for promotion of JLGs Grant support is available for :

Provision and Applicability of Shops & Establishment (S&E) Act on Banks :
Indian Banks’ Association vide their Letter No. RB/MBR/S&E/11354 dated 14.07.2022 advise as under :

1. The provisions and applicability of Shops & Establishment (S&E) Act on Banks vary from State to State. It was
observed that in some states, like the Govt. of Tamil Nadu, Public Sector Banks have been exempted while the Act
is made applicable to other categories of Banks. There are many States where all Banks (including private and
foreign Banks) are exempted from the purview of the Shops and Establishment Act while on the other hand some
States / UTs, Banks in general are not exempted from the purview of the Act.

2. The matter was deliberated in the meetings of ‘IBA Sectoral Committee of Private sector Banks’ and the
Managing Committee (MC) and subsequently it was taken up with Department of Financial Services (DFS), Gol
seeking exemption of the applicability of the provision of the Act to all categories of Banks across all States / UTs,
so that the same will improve ease of doing business.

3. DFS has in terms of their letter dated 02.05.2022 advised the Chief Secretary of all the State Government to
examine the matter and suitably amend the provisions of the Act so as to exempt Banks from the applicability of
the S&E Act in their State considering that the Banks are regulated by RBI and that many of the State Government
have already exempted not only SBI and other Public sector Banks but also Private sector Banks.

4. We request to State Govt., If it is not exempt in the State, may consider exempting all Banks from the
applicability of the S&E Act as advised by the DFS to the State Govt.
